“Jack” Skelly.
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The holes in the
doors through which
Jennie Wade’s killer
bullets entered the
small kitchen to snuff
out Jennie’s life.

Corporal Johnston H.
Skelly, the sweetheart of
Jennie Wade, was wounded
in the Battle of Carter’s
Woods near Winchester,
Virginia. He died July 12,
1863, at Winchester with-
out knowing of Jennie’s fate.
